St Catherine’s Moggill – Sewer Works 
As advised last week, work has commenced on the sewer 
connection at St Catherine's, despite the much-needed 
rainfall experienced this week. 
The contractors have completed preliminary electrical work 
associated with the pumping station being installed, however 
excavation work to install the reservoir and seal off the septic 
tank has been delayed due to the rainfall. 
We are hopeful the schedule of works will still be completed 
by Friday 3rd December, although this may need to be 
extended. 
Our usual Masses on Thursdays and Sundays will not be 
impacted, however outside of these times it will be a worksite 
and as such we ask that you avoid the area for your safety 
and that of the contractors.
