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Pastor’s Message 

In our Gospel this weekend we hear a familiar story a very 

human story. It would have been great to have been able 

to read a whole lot more of the story of Jesus’s friendship 

with Mary, Martha and Lazarus but today’s episode and the 

raising of Lazarus in John chapter 11 are the only ones 

recorded by the Evangelists.  

However, these two stories let us see Jesus in an everyday 

setting among people that he loved and who clearly loved 

him.  

The parents of Martha and Mary were presumably dead, 

since we hear nothing about them. The two women were 

clearly very attached to the Lord and he treated them with 

respect and affection. This story is not teaching that one 

should not serve a meal to our guests. Jesus is saying 

rather that more important than feeding them is enjoying 

their company and loving them. We should never be so 

busy that we have no time for conversation. 

In many cultures and traditions the emphasis 

on   hospitality is very important a tradition somewhat 

harder to practice in a busy modern setting, but one that 

we would do well to keep alive, and even revive to a higher 

level.  

We are more likely to encounter the grace of God when 

welcoming visitors to our home, than just by sitting 

watching television or playing games on our computer.  

Hospitality is the hallmark of the Christian Church and 

community life – either it’s practiced by our Parish 

community or individual Christians as part of the call to be 

a disciple who welcomes and encounters others.
