Pastor’s Message

Be strong and do not fear! Here is your God.” Today is called
Rejoicing Sunday. Today the candle on the Advent Wreath is
pink. It is meant to express our joy at the nearness of Christ's
birthday. Some people seem to be happy by nature; others
mournful by nature. Here are three impressions about
happiness. First, that happiness is right here and now. We
convince ourselves that life will be better when we get married,
have a baby, then another. Then we are frustrated that the kids
are not old enough and we will be more content when they are.
After that we are frustrated that we have teenagers to deal with.
We will certainly be happy when they are out of that stage. We
tell ourselves that our life will be complete when our spouse gets
his or her act together. The truth is there is no better time to be
happy than right now. Second, ‘If you are happy, let your face
know.” Maybe we could begin to be more joyful by taking a peek
in the mirror and asking ourselves: does my face look like the
face of someone who has heard the good news of the Gospel,
namely that | am loved unconditionally by God?

Third, joy will come to us if we set about actively trying to create
it for others. If | go about my life demanding that others carry me
rather than seeking to carry them; feeding off others rather than
feeding them; demanding that others meet my needs rather than
trying to meet theirs, joy will never find me no matter how hard |
party or try to crank up good cheer.

Third Advent Candle/Sunday: Joy — “Gaudete
Sunday”

“But the angel said to them, ‘Do not be afraid; for see — | am
bringing you good news of great joy for all the people: to
you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, who is the
Messiah, the Lord. This will be a sign for you: you will find a
child wrapped in bands of cloth and lying in a
manger.’” (Luke 2:10-12)

The third candle of Advent symbolises Joy. As we continue to
approach Christmas Day, our joy grows more and more. The
third candle takes us back to the joyful anticipation of the
shepherds who journeyed to see Jesus in Bethlehem, even
before the wise men. On this third Sunday of Advent, which the
Church calls “Gaudete Sunday,” meaning rejoice or praise, we
light the third candle and rejoice like the shepherds. For this
reason, the third candle of Advent is called the “Shepherd’s
Candle,” and its colour is pink, the liturgical colour for joy.
