Pastor’s Message 

Many years ago, I had the privilege of being on pilgrimage to 

the Holy Land. An experience that I specially remember was 

wading into the river Jordan, where I and each of my fellow 

pilgrims renewed the promises of our baptism. It was a 

moving moment, and one could envision the Spirit 

descending, and the Father confirming each of us as his son 

or daughter. Many of those who experienced it remember that 

moment with great emotion, and with a sense of renewed 

commitment. 

The baptism of Jesus is a moment of special grace in our story 

of salvation. Not only did he join us in our human state, but 

the Father and the Spirit are seen and heard to be there with 

him. The gospel uses the simple phrase that “the heavens 

were opened,” but it is a powerful statement. Later on, when 

Jesus completed his life-journey on Calvary, we read how “the 

veil of the Temple was rent in two.” Now at last we were free 

to enter the Holy of Holies. Today’s gospel is the beginning of 

a journey, which, through our own baptism, each of us is 

asked to travel. It is a journey full of purpose. 

Even if we seldom think of it, each person needs a sense of 

purpose and pattern in our living. When I set out on a journey, 

I need to have a definite idea of where I intend going, and how 

to make the journey. Peter summarised the purpose and 

pattern of Christ’s life when he said, “went about doing good 

and healing all who were oppressed, for God was with him.” 

We are invited to make his purpose our own.
