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Pastor’s Message 

An openness to life! Hospitality of heart – These are some 

of the themes that suggest themselves through the 

readings of this Sunday. The woman in the first reading 

was open to life; she welcomed the prophet into her home, 

was aware that he was a holy man of God and set about 

facilitating his mission. 

In the gospel we, as disciples of Jesus, listen to his words 

addressed directly to us telling us how we are to open our 

lives to him, give him pride of place in our families even to 

the point of bearing his cross. Our welcome is to be whole-

hearted, and if I am in any doubt as to where I am to 

exercise this total acceptance of Christ in my life I have only 

to turn to my neighbour. “He who welcomes you, welcomes 

me” Nothing could be clearer. Christ is all around me. He 

is present in my home, at work, in those who pass me in 

the street. He is present in myself! 

In today’s second reading St Paul adds his voice to the 

celebration of Christian life! Through baptism we have 

entered into the great life of the resurrection. No wonder 

we cry out with the psalmist in joy; “I will sing forever of your 

love, 0 Lord.” The beautiful story of the woman  in the first 

reading illustrates the fact that God’s word finds 

acceptance in people’s lives through human agents. Elisha 

may seem to be an itinerant preacher. It is the woman who 

detects his mission and makes room for him in her house. 

Likewise, many a parent makes space for God in their 

family life by helping a child learn the words of a prayer and 

by showing respect for the things of God. When I reflect on 

how God found a space in my life, I will inevitably return to 

the influence of a human agent. The gospel’s emphasis on 

hospitality is presented in the form of a strange equation: 

“He who welcomes you, welcomes me.”

OLR School Pedestrian Access Changes 
Oval Fencing and Closure of Path through the School 

from Fallbrook Street 

This term I have been working with and have 
correspondence from the Brisbane Catholic Education 
Workplace Health and Safety and Safeguarding Teams 
regarding the pedestrian pathway running from the oval 
behind the tennis court up to our Moggill driveway.  Soon we 
will inform our local community that this path through school 
grounds will be permanently closed. This path is entirely on 
school grounds and has been used over the years for public 
to access Kenmore Village. 

This decision for closure reflects the school’s and BCE’s 
ongoing commitment to student safeguarding, safety, and 
security, and addresses concerns about public access and 
potential injury on school grounds. This year, we have 
constructed a secure gate to the oval, meaning community 
members can not access the school via this thoroughfare. 

We acknowledge that this change ends a long standing 
community practice, and we have consulted with our local 
Councillor to ensure the process is considerate of our 
neighbours. A letter box drop will be conducted to inform 
residents who live behind the school about these changes. 

Our Lady of the Rosary School remains committed to 
balancing our safety obligations with respect for the Kenmore 
community we are proud to be part of. Thank you for your 
understanding as we prioritise the wellbeing of our students, 
staff, and visitors.
